Ex. 28:2 And thou shalt make holy garments for Aaron thy
brother for glory and for beauty.

Ex. 28:4 And these are the garments which they shall make; a
breastplate, and an ephod, and a robe, and a broidered coat, a
mitre, and a girdle: and they shall make holy garments for Aaron



thy brother, and his sons, that he may minister unto me in the
priest's office.

Ex. 28:5 And they shall take gold, and blue, and purple, and
scarlet, and fine linen.

28:15 And thou shalt make the breastplate of judgment with
cunning work; after the work of the ephod thou shalt make it; of
gold, of blue, and of purple, and of scarlet, and of fine twined
linen, shalt thou make it.

Ex.28:16 Foursquare it shall be being doubled; a span shall be the
length thereof, and a span shall be the breadth thereof.

Ex. 28:21 And the stones shall be with the names of the children
of Israel, twelve, according to their names, like the engravings of
a signet; every one with his name shall they be according to the
twelve tribes.

Ex. 28:31 And thou shalt make the robe of the ephod all of blue.
Ex. 28:33 And beneath upon the hem of it thou shalt make
pomegranates of blue, and of purple, and of scarlet, round about
the hem thereof; and bells of gold between them round about:

28:36 And thou shalt make a plate of pure gold, and grave
upon it, like the engravings of a signet, HOLINESS TO THE
LORD.

Ex. 28:37 And thou shalt put it on a blue lace, that it may be upon
the mitre; upon the forefront of the mitre it shall be.

Ex. 28:39 And thou shalt embroider the coat of fine linen, and
thou shalt make the mitre of fine linen, and thou shalt make the
girdle of needlework.

Ex. 28:40 And for Aaron's sons thou shalt make coats, and thou
shalt make for them girdles, and bonnets shalt thou make for
them, for glory and for beauty.

Ex. 28:42 And thou shalt make them linen breeches to cover their
nakedness; from the loins even unto the thighs they shall reach:
