26:37 And thou shalt make for the hanging five
pillars of shittim wood, and overlay them with gold,
and their hooks shall be of gold: and thou shalt cast five
sockets of brass for them.
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Exo 36:37 And he made an hanging for the tabernacle
door of blue, and purple, and scarlet, and fine twined
linen, of needlework;
Exo 36:38 And the five pillars of it with their hooks:
and he overlaid their chapiters and their fillets with
gold: but their five sockets were of brass.
